
The Gospel

In its simplest form, the gospel is the good news that Jesus Christ 
died for our sins, was buried, and was raised on the third day (1 
Corinthians 15:3-5). But to really grasp the gravity and weight of this 
truth, we have to look at the big picture...

• God is holy and loving and created man to relate to him in a 
holy and loving relationship (Gen. 1-2).

• Man disobeyed God, sinning against Him and therefore broke this 
holy and loving relationship (Gen. 3).

• God sent His son Jesus to live, die, and rise again to re-unite us 
in a holy and loving relationship with Himself (1 Cor. 15:1-34, 
Eph. 2:1-10).

All we have to do is simply believe in the person and work of Jesus to 
enter into a right relationship with God (Romans 10:9, Acts 16:31, John 
3:36, John 5:24).
